Duties of a Division President

The office of a Division President has the following responsibilities to the Division:

1. The Division President shall be the Chief Executive Officer of the Division and shall have general supervision and direction of the Division under authority of its Board of Directors.
2. The Division President shall preside over all meetings of the Division and serve as chairperson of the meetings of the elected and appointed Officers. 

3. The Division President shall appoint such committees as the elected Officers may, from time to time, authorize, except the nominating committee.

4. The Division President shall attend State Board Meetings and present a report on the Division’s state of affairs to the State Board.

5. The Division President shall be an ex-officio member of all committees except the nominating committee. 

6. The Division President shall preside over quarterly board meetings. The purpose of these meeting is to set the path of the Division for the year. This includes setting the budget, reviewing the meeting dates, locations and agendas, and discussing the concerns of the Division members.  These meetings may be held via tele-conference, directly before or after the quarterly meetings at the same location, or the Division President may choose a separate date and time where the meetings take place.
